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NumberSense: Manipulating Numbers

Workbook 6

This guide contains suggested activities linked to each page in the
corresponding NumberSense Workbook.

Questions are asked in such a way that they should reveal certain
patterns that children need to discover. In this guide, there are
dedicated intervals in which to ask the children questions such as,
“What do you notice?” or “Can you explain how you got your
answer!” These questions are to prompt the children to think about
and reflect on their answers. The children’s ability to reflect on their
own thinking is critical during the learning process. This is a skill that
needs to be fostered by the teacher. As the children gain confidence in
their own ability, teachers should encourage them to verbalise their
understanding and explain their thinking. Remember that children might
notice patterns, or use strategies that were not the particular intent of
the activity. This does not mean that the children are wrong; the
teacher must discern between mathematically correct responses, and
those that are not acceptable. This should then be discussed with the
children.

Teachers could have the number line for the children to use as a
reference. As the children gain more confidence, the teacher may want
to omit the visual cue of the number line and have the children answer
the questions mentally. Similarly, children may use the beans in order
to visualise the question (especially with grouping and doubling). The
goal, however, is for the children to answer the questions mentally
using appropriate strategies.

The number range of the questions in this guide is generally higher than
the questions on the corresponding page. Teachers should be sensitive
to the level of the children in their focus group and should adjust the
questions asked to a suitable number range.

The answers to the questions can be found in the
green column. If a child gives the incorrect response, teachers must use

the opportunity to clarify their understanding.
